After God had taken Elijah up
in a whirlwind Elisha was left
on the eastern side of the Jordon
River by himself. For many
years, Elisha had depended on
Elijah to lead, guide and direct
him. Mow he was on his own.
There he stood on the castern
side looking at the western side.
Elijah’s cloak was left behind
after he was taken up, and now
Elisha was in possession of it.
On his own, he took he cloak,
rolled it up, struck the waters
and said, “Where now is the
Lord the God of Elijah? " ; gines
2146 After these words the wa-
ters parted just as they had with
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Elijah and he crossed over on
dry ground.

Even though he had de-
pended on Elijah to teach him
and mentor him, when it came
time for him to move forward,
he realized that ultimately, it

When Jesus left His disci-
ples to ascend back to the Fa-
ther, He left them knowing that
they had been trained well and
were fully capable of continuing
what He had started within
them. Although they had been
discipled by Jesus, it was only
when His power (on the day of
Pentecost) came upon them—
that they were able to do all that
Jesus had taught them. Jesus
showed them, that they did not
need His physical body to be
with them to fulfill His will, but
they did need His power. In
fact, the Bible goes on to teach
us that the church literally be-
comes the physical body of

ever-increasing glory, which
comes from the Lord, whe Is
the Spirit

Always remember, who we
are, completely depends
upon who we allow God to
be in our lives. As you con-
tinue to serve in the strength
of the Lord, keep this in
mind—Ilife is not so much
about the ones who have
taught you how to live, as it
is about the One who gives
you the strength to live it.
